We are excited to invite our A Level PE students to attend St George’s Park on Thursday 27t March. This is an exceptional opportunity for our students to
work closely with current sporting professional at an elite level in a practical context.

The AQA A Level PE course is made up of 70% theory and 30% practical. Elements of the theoretical course lend themselves to be learnt in a practical
manner. With this in mind we are organising an Education Experience day to St George’s Park to support learning and help to facilitate real world
examples of key practical course elements.

The Education Experience Day allow students to open the doors to elite performance and work at the forefront of sports science and research. Students
will work alongside a multi-discipline team of experts who have supported professional athletes in preparation for Olympic Games, FIFA World Cups, and
the Premier League and Formula 1 World Championships.

The price of the trip will be £99pp. We will be travelling by School minibus to St George’s Park, leaving at approximately 8:00am and returning at around
5:30pm, traffic dependent.
Students will need to ensure that they bring sufficient food, drink and snacks for the entire day, as on-site catering will be limited.

On the day, students will be expected to wear appropriate sport clothing and footwear (Air Force trainers, Air Jordan’s etc. will not be suitable). Students
will also be required to bring swimwear/ T-shirt and shorts that will get wet, poolside shoes and a towel to enter the hydrotherapy chambers.
